Information generated on coastal restoration techniques, technologies, management and decision-support systems is developed into peer-reviewed journal publications and interagency open-file reports.  (6) I provide recommendations to Branch Chiefs, Center Director, and Regional Director on restoration program science direction and serve as a USGS representative on the LCA Science Plan Development Team, LCA Science Coordination Team and USGS Central Region Coastal Ecosystems Science Coordinator.
